Course aim: During the theoretical classes medical students will be familiar with the course of normal pregnhancy and childbirth, delivery and
modern management of obstetric operations. Special attention vill be paid to pathological conditions that complicate pregnancy and childbirth.
Introduction to etiopathogenesis, clinical presentation, diagnostic procedures, the basic principles of therapeutic and prevention of diseases of female
genital organs (inflammatory disease, benign and malignant tumors), as well as modern methods of family planning, contraception, diagnosis and
treatment of marital sterility.

During the practical part of teaching (ie. student exercises) medical students acquire and obtain basic practical knowledge in the field of obstetrics
and gynecology, obstetrics and gynecology ultrasound examination as well as the most frequently performed interventions.

Expected outcome of the course: After completion of the two-semester program, students should know how to diagnose a normal pregnancy,
recognize pathological pregnancy, perform basic gynecological examination under a speculum, take cytological smear and perform bimanual
gynecological examination. Alsow, after completion of the two-semester program, students should past exam in obstetrics and gynecology. Exam is
consists of a written test, a practical and oral part of the exam.
