Course Aims: To teach students about the basic principles of literary texts and hypotexts as well as the
possibilities in applying acquired skills and gained knowledge. In the centre of our attention is the effects of
works of art and their technical dimension on our lives and the education in the 21st century.

Learning Outcomes:

Students will have a clear understanding of literary-theoretical research. Text, understanding texts and the
problem of media experience — they will be more sensitive to the problems related to these fields.

Syllabus:
Theory

Introduction into the theory of literature, theoretical prelude, medial dimension of aesthetic experience. The
problem of indirect interpretation. The problem of multiplication. Theoretical aspects, research on the specific
nature of medial dimension. Concepts by Benjamin and Kittler. Picture, medium, body. The concept of literary
cybertext, dimensions of cybertext and new aspects of reading. Mutual relations of literary texts and film in the
literary work of Ivan Méandy and Mikldés Mészoly. Books and films as media. Children’s books and cartoons.
Literature and mediality of lyric poems. Hungarian poetry and technical aspects. Technical dimension and
contemporary literature. Differentiality of texts and media aspects. Medial techniques of culture. Myth and
mediality. Text and music. Between different fields of art. Digital aspects of composing. Mass culture.
Intermedial phenomena and hypotext. Adaptations, literary work on film. Techno-aesthetics and web-pages.
Diary and blog. Changes of communication via the internet.
