Strategies for interpretation of traditional fairy tales and contemporary tales
for children. New points of view in poetics.

Learning Outcomes:

Motivation for reading, more open approach of students towards contemporary literature.

Syllabus:

Theory

Sources of told tales (storytelling). Symbols and cults. The concept of poetics in traditional and contemporary
stories for children. Myth, magic, imagination, told words. Typologies. Verbal traditional literature (disbalance
between artistic and non-artistic), contemporary modern stories for children. Fairy tales and psychoanalysis.
Analysis of chosen symbols. Morphology of fairy tales: content and variants. Research of Olga Penavin and
Olga Nagy. Translations and cultural context. Interpretation of different types of texts. Interpretations of I.
Boldizsar. Cartoons, music, fairy tales. Metamorphosis of children’s books. Men and women in fairy tales and
traditional stories. Tradition and modern techniques of storytelling. Heroes, magicians, magical powers,
dramaturgy, cult of different protagonists. Children and mature readers (method, technique and interpretation of
reader). Problem of teaching literature for children.
