By the end of the semester students will be familiar with the concept of folk tales. They will also learn about the
creation of folk tales, their position and role in children’s lives, also their very important role in intellectual
development of small children. Students will recognize various types and categories of folk tales as well as their
characteristics. They will know how to use folk tales in their pedagogical work in nursery school.

Syllabus:

Theory

The concept of folk literature as well as folk tales. Difference between folk tales and tales by one author. The
most well-known collectors of folk tales in Vojvodina and in Europe.Process of creation, transfer and variations.
Types of folk tales: fables, tales, short tales, humorous tales, short stories, fairy tales, etc. Characteristics of folk
tales: protagonist-protagonists, fable, episode, fight, magic numbers, language formulas in certain parts of tales.
Techniques of storytelling.

In practical classes students will get familiar with examples of folk tales and techniques of storytelling. They do
a presentation about some sorts of folk tales.
