Motivated and unmotivated words. Dictionary meaning and contextual meaning of words. Homonymy. Synonymy. Types
of lexical fields and semantic fields. Hyperonymy and hyponymy. Paronymy. Antonymy. Models of semantic change in
contemporary Hungarian.

Practical part: Exercises in lexicology and lexical semantics with the aid of dictionaries, electronic corpora and other
sources.
