Syllabus:

Winter Semester: Introduction to the course and students’ obligations. Definitions of ethnocoreology and dance. The first research of the dance (M. D.
Mili¢evi¢) and the classification of dances (T. Pordevi¢, R. Kajoa, O. Vasi¢). Recording movement through history, the emergence of kinetography/
labanotation. Dance occasion/dance event (temporal, locative dimension, repertoire, performers). Epistemology of kinetography/labanotation. Basics
of kinetography/labanotation

Summer Semester: Formations and paths of traditional dance. Kinetography of dance formation and path of movement. Music for dance (vocal,
instrumental and vocal-instrumental). Context of performing traditional dances, emic and etic approach. Styles of performing traditional dances.
Rules of kolo, ban on dances and dancing and learning traditional dances. Terminology of dance in traditional practice and science. Practical

application of kinetography/labanotation. Preparing students for the annual concert.
